Saturday November 14 – Operation Medicine Cabinet:

CTY H1N1 Flu Vaccine:

· The first clinic was yesterday (November 1) – reports that it went extremely well.

· Next clinic is Sunday, November 8 for target populations but is reported as full.

Regular Flu Vaccine, Pneumococcal Vaccine and Tetanus Vaccine:

Councilman Olson 

· The Environmental Commission will meet on November 24 at 7:30 p.m.

· Thanked Marie Raffay and everyone who helped make the Hudson Charity Hike a successful event.  Four hundred and twenty people participated and over $18,000 was donated to the school, Fire Department, Lakeland Emergency Squad and BARKS.

· Tri-Community Trail Committee will be meeting at the Byram Municipal Building after the election to start working on the trail project with Hopatcong, Byram and Stanhope
Councilwoman Raffay
· The Planning Board and Council had a special meeting on the Highlands Plan Conformance last week.  Tom Borden and Eileen Swan from the Highlands Council were in attendance.  It was a very productive meeting and many questions were asked.

· Reminded the public to get their chimney cleaned to prevent chimney fires along with replacing the batteries in the smoke alarms.  This should be done twice each year.

Councilwoman Raffay suggested that NJDOT contact the business owners to let them know about the informational meeting scheduled for December 1st.

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Discussion Item

Byram Day – Joe Sabatini compiled a report of all the expenses involved in Byram Day.  He suggested that the Council review the event and set parameters for future Byram Days.  It was suggested to change the venue so that Byram Day was not so spread out.  Waterloo Village, Byram School and Neil Gyling were mentioned as possible alternatives.  Joe Sabatini stated that the venue would determine the scope of the day.   Byram Day may have to be scaled back a bit.  The length of the day determines the amount of overtime for the police and DPW.  The Manager suggested shortening the hours to Noon to 5 p.m. or 6 p.m.   Councilman Olson thought Neil Gylling Field would be a good location.  He suggested having the antique car show in the municipal lot next to the tennis courts and having the Old School House open for tours.  Recreation Director Janet Meisner stated that Neil Gylling Field was too small and she felt that the Byram Schools or Waterloo Village would be more suitable.  Mayor Oscovitch suggested further brainstorming at the November 30th workshop Council session during the goal-setting discussion.

Donna Griff, 71 Brookwood Road, is in favor of bring Byram Day back to Neil Gyling Park.  She feels that the “small town feeling” is missing and we need to bring that back.  She suggested getting together with other surrounding towns to share ideas about their “town” day.  Donna Griff would like to see Byram Day be more self-sustaining.
