Manager’s Report:

Ferreira Construction:

· The construction materials, fencing and other debris left on the property leased by Ferrera Construction from Byram Land has been cleaned up and the property is being brought into compliance.  There is one remaining large concrete divider, which will be removed shortly.

Frankford Township – Open Space Committee:

· An invitation from the Frankford Township Open Space Committee to attend an open public meeting on the Frankford Township Updated Open Space and Recreation Plan that is being developed with the help of the Land Conservancy of New Jersey.  The Meeting will be held on Thursday, March 5th at 7:00 PM at the Frankford Township Municipal Building in Augusta.  The Byram Township Open Space Committee has been notified of the invite.  If any of the Council would like to attend, please notify the Manager prior to the meeting.

Shared Services:

· Requested has been received from the Hopatcong Mayor to meeting the Mayors and Administrators from Hopatcong, Byram and Stanhope to discuss shared and consolidated services.  I have requested availability from the Mayor.
PSE&G:

· The Board of Public Utilities Prehearing conference is scheduled for Thursday, February 26 at 2:00 PM.

Although the agenda is not available on the Highlands Website, it is referenced on the website that the PSE&G project may be discussed during the Highlands Council February 26 meeting at 4 p.m. in Chester. 

Councilman Olson reported the following:

· The ARC will be meeting on March 17th at 8:30 p.m.  

· The Environmental Commission will meet on February 26th.                         

· The Planning Board will meet on February 19th.

· Update on PSE&G                

Councilman Thompson reported that the Open Space Committee met last Monday.  Ron Farr submitted a very extensive Forestry Plan.  If the Council wants to move forward with this, they will need to adopt an ordinance for the Forestry Plan.
Red Knights cancelled the breakfast and the St. Patrick’s Day dinner.  They are discussing a possible flea market to raise money.   The children from the school donated $1700 from the TNT games.  The beefsteak dinner has been planned for the weekend after Memorial Day.

Councilman Oscovitch

The Recreation Committee will meet at 7:30 p.m. on February 18th and the Sports Council will meet the same evening at 6:00 p.m.  

Mayor Danielson 

· Attended a 2010 Fire Grant Program sponsored by Congressman Frelinghuysen at the Morris County Fire Academy – there is going to money available under the new stimulus package.  The Mayor will be meeting with Congressman Frelinghuysen’s office to find out more about the available grants.

· On March 8th at the Fire House there will be an Eagle ceremony for Stephen Panek.  The Township Manager or another Councilperson is welcome to attend.

· The Mayor has been contacted by Addison Rice who is looking to get her Gold Award by putting in a new picnic area at CO Johnson Field.  

· 2010 Census – The Mayor hopes that we can get a full count this time.   We have done everything we can here with the help of Chief Rafferty and Chris Hellwig to insure accuracy.  Councilman Olson stated that we could possibly lose a Congressional Seat with the result of the Census.

PUBLIC PARTIPATION I

Ali Griffith, 22 Old Stage Coach Road, wanted to know what processes the Township has in place for an earthquake.  The Mayor explained that notification would be over the emergency broadcast system.  In about 2 months, we will have Outbound 911.

Donna Griff, 71 Brookwood Road, asked if the Council could pull the Open Space Tax Resolution off the consent agenda.  She would like to hear discussion on this resolution.

Donna Griff expressed concern regarding the donations for the holiday lights.  She submitted an OPRA request for a list of people who made donations during 2008 for the holiday lights and also requested a list of expenditures including overtime from DPW and the Police Department in connection with this.   Donna Griff thought that the donations would come solely from the local businesses and was surprised that donations were given from appointed Township professionals.  Donations were also received from applicants who were before the Planning Board.  Donna Griff said that ethics is the question.  Perception is very important.  Tom Collins stated that the concept of a violation of pay to play is not accurate.  Council members were not benefiting. 

Joe Sabatini stated that a Dedication by Rider was set up at the end of 2007.  Donations went into this fund and the money could only be used for the holiday lights.  There were two collection periods – one in 2007 and one in 2008.  Funds were submitted and deposited through the Finance Office.  

The Mayor read from the September 2, 2008 minutes, which detailed that a flyer was presented to the Council.  The Mayor would personally deliver the flyer to local businesses in hopes of soliciting donations for the holiday lights.  The Council did not want to spend taxpayer’s money on the lights, but they supported the Mayor’s efforts in soliciting donations from local businesses. 

Tom Collins was satisfied with the implementation of the methods by the Township.  The funds were collected to alleviate the Township from incurring the expense.  It is a way to encourage private parties to contribute to a cause.  These donations have nothing to do with pay-to-play laws.  Pay-to-play laws are for candidates for political office.  There was nothing unethical or illegal about the collection of the holiday light donations.

Councilman Thompson and Councilman Rafferty stated that they did not know who had contributed money for the decorations.  They both thanked the public for the donations given so that Byram could have the seasonal lighting.

Couuncilman Olson was also unaware of who made donations.  He did agree with Donna Griff and stated that he would like to discontinue this practice in the future. He suggested working through the Chamber of Commerce or a Civic Organization in the future to handle donations.

Suzy VonLengerke, 210 Stag Pond Road, stated that her family name was on the list.  The only request ever made by the VonLengerke’s were that the Planning Board or Township Council follow proper procedures and do due diligence.  She was disappointed that the VonLengerke name was added to a list that suggested impropriety.    The Mayor stated that no impropriety has taken place and thanked her for her donation.

Harvey Roseff, 33 Sleepy Hollow Road, asked that the resolution on the consent agenda regarding PK Environmental be pulled and discussed.

Junkyard License Renwal – North Jersey Auto Wreckers

North Jersey Auto Wreckers, Inc has applied to the Township to renew a license to operate a facility pursuant to the Byram Township Code (Chapter 156) entitled Junk and Junk Dealers.

Since the ordinance states that the Township consider the application and "may conduct a public hearing", the Council can determine that a public hearing is not necessary.  At last year’s license renewal it was asked by a member of the Council if there were no issues with the application if it is required to have a public hearing.

An ad was placed in the official newspaper of the Township, as per the ordinance, which alerts the public to an application being filed and states that the application will be considered at the 2/17/09 meeting.  

The Township’s Engineer provided a report that is recommending that the same conditions be applied for this year and he is recommending that the license be approved.  

The Council has been provided a draft resolution, if the Council would like to Grant a license for 2009 without a public hearing.

The Mayor opened to the public for any comments on the renewal of this license.  No one spoke from the public on this matter.

Councilman Olson made a motion, seconded by Councilman Oscovitch, to grant the license with all the conditions stated in Cory Stoner’s report, which are outlined in the resolution.
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Ordinances – Introduction

A.  BE IT RESOLVED that an Ordinance entitled “Ordinance to Accept the Dedication of Anderson Lane as a Public Street” be introduced and read by title by the Township Clerk and passed on first reading.  

The Township Manager summarized the ordinance.  

· The dedication of Anderson Lane goes back a number of years.  In July of 2005, Attorney Megan Ward was attempting to request the necessary information so that Byram Township could move forward with the acceptance of Anderson Lane as a public street.

· In June of 2005 the Township Engineer (Lou Slaby) reported that construction of Anderson Lane was completed and the final surface course was completed during August 2004.  The original applicant of the project E.G. Anderson died prior to completion.  The estate attorney, John Ursin, started to handle the matter.

· In November 2008, a request to effectuate the dedication was received from the Attorney. 

Attorney Tom Collins stated that there is one minor change to the deed, changing the word  southeasterly to southwesterly.  This correction was requested by our Township Engineer, Lou Slaby.

BE IT RESOLVED, that said Ordinance shall be further considered for final passage at the meeting of the Township Council of the Township of Byram on the 16th of March 2009 at 7:30 p.m. at the Municipal Building, 10 Mansfield Drive, Byram Township, at which time and place all persons interested shall be given an opportunity to be heard concerning said ordinance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Clerk be authorized and directed to advertise said Ordinance with the Notice of introduction thereof, in the official designated newspaper according to law.

Ordinance – 2nd Reading and Public Hearing

Ordinance 3-2009

BE IT RESOLVED that Ordinance 3-2009 entitled “Ordinance to Amend Chapter 215 entitled Subdivision and Site Plan Review to establish Standards for the Collection, Maintenance, and Expenditure of Development Fees for the Purpose of Provided Low and Moderate Income Housing” be read by title on second reading and a hearing held thereon.   

The Manager summarized the purpose of this Ordinance.

Amend Chapter 215 - Subdivision and Site Plan Review:

· This ordinance is amending Chapter 215 – Subdivision and Site Plan Review, to establish standards for the collection, maintenance, and expenditure of development fees for the purpose of providing Low and Moderate Income Housing.

· This ordinance imposes a residential development fee of 1.5% of the equalized assessed value for residential development provided no increased density is permitted.  This applies to single-family new construction lots and does not include additions.

· NOTE:  Non-residential development fee is 2.5% 

· This ordinance is being reintroduced based on comments from the Township’s Attorney to the Land Use Board.  

· Based on the recommendations, it is being suggested that the Council should specify the percentage of fee to be charged for all “d” variances for increases in residential “density” to be established at 6%.

· When an increase in residential density pursuant to NJSA 40:55D-70d(5) is known as a ‘d’ variance.  (EXAMPLE:  Approval allows for 4 units to be constructed that was zoned for 2 units, the fees assess on the first 2 units is 1.5% and 6% for the additional 2 units.)
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Mayor Danielson opened to the public.  No comments were made.  Mayor Danielson closed to the public.

BE IT RESOLVED, that said Ordinance be passed on final reading and that a Notice of Final Passage of said Ordinance be published in the official designated newspaper according to law.

Ordinance 4-2009

BE IT RESOLVED that Ordinance 4-2009 entitled “Ordinance Amending Chapter 201 of the Byram Township Code, entitled “Sewers”, Regarding Grease Interceptors and Annual License” be read by title on second reading and a hearing held thereon.   

The Manager summarized this Ordinance.

The purpose of the grease inceptor ordinance is to remove grease or oils from wastewater prior to discharge to the sanitary sewer.  

The Ordinance was amended in 2006, which required an annual Grease Inceptor License and an application and inspection fee of $250.  There was an attempt in 2007 to rollout the ordinance but there was concern expressed by the impacted Class B users.   

Summary of the Amendments:

· The ordnance will eliminate the annual license and inspection fee of $250, which is still referenced in Chapter A287 Fees of the Township Code.  

· Each Class B sewer user will still be required to obtain an annual grease interceptor license and provide a supporting log of operation and maintenance of their grease interceptor and any blockages or grease related service interruptions that occurred during the licensed period.  

· In the event an exterior grease inceptor is determined not to be effective due to its design, location or other operation issue, the property owner and/or sewer user will need to enter into a ‘Best Management Practice’ agreement with the Township.  

· A failure to comply with this ordinance will give the Township the authority to have the required cleaning of the sewer, installation, maintenance upgrade and/or repair of the grease interceptor system completely at the expense of the property owner and/or sewer user.

The amendments to this ordinance supports creating a partnership with our Class B Users for better management practices as it relates to controlling F.O.G. (Fats, Oils & Greases), extend the useful life of the system’s components and control operating and maintenance expenses.  
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Mayor Danielson opened to the public.  No comments were made.  Mayor Danielson closed to the public.

BE IT RESOLVED, that said Ordinance be passed on final reading and that a Notice of Final Passage of said Ordinance be published in the official designated newspaper according to law.

Ordinance 5-2009

BE IT RESOLVED that Ordinance 5-2009 entitled “Ordinance to Release and Extinguish any Public Right as to a Portion of Short Hill Road and to Authorize a Quit Claim Deed as to Same” be read by title on second reading and a hearing held thereon.   

The Manager summarized the Ordinance.

This Ordinance needed to be reintroduced because notice was never printed in the paper for the introduction in November.

In a Court Order dated October 17, 2007, the Township of Byram was to vacate any rights which it or the public may have in a portion of the road right-of-way at the end of Short Hill Road.  Upon receipt of the metes and bounds description the judgment required the Township to provide a quit claim deed to M&R Investments to the said portion of the Short Hill Road following the extinguishment of any public interest.  This ordinance is to release and extinguish any public right as to a portion of Short Hill Road to authorize a quit claim deed to the same.
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Mayor Danielson opened to the public.  No comments were made.  Mayor Danielson closed to the public.

BE IT RESOLVED, that said Ordinance be passed on final reading and that a Notice of Final Passage of said Ordinance be published in the official designated newspaper according to law.

Ordinance 6-2009

BE IT RESOLVED that Ordinance 6-2009 entitled “Ordinance to Amend Chapter 182, Entitled Parks and Recreation Areas to Modify Sections 182-2 Entitled Operation in Public Parks and Open Spaces Restricted” and 182-4 entitled Prohibited Acts to Allow Volunteers to Operate Certain Equipment and Motorized Vehicles and to Undertake Volunteer Work on Park and Open Space Property with the Express Written Consent of the Township Manager and the Township Council” be read by title on second reading and a hearing held thereon.   

The Manager summarized the Ordinance.

· This ordinance is being introduced as the result of the discussion at the last council meeting to support the opportunity for volunteers to provide volunteer services and improvements to the Township’s parks and recreation areas.  

· The ordinance is amending Chapter 182 – entitled Parks and Recreation Areas that will allow volunteers to operate certain equipment and motorized vehicles, and to undertake volunteer work on the parks and open space properties with the express written consent of the Township manager.

· It should be noted that each request to provide service will be investigated to determine if it is legally permissible, associated risk and risk mitigation plan and to define the process required under which the request will be managed.
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Mayor Danielson opened to the public.  No comments were made.  Mayor Danielson closed to the public.

BE IT RESOLVED, that said Ordinance be passed on final reading and that a Notice of Final Passage of said Ordinance be published in the official designated newspaper according to law.

Consent Agenda   Councilman Rafferty made a motion, seconded by Councilman Thompson to approve the Consent Agenda with the removal of Resolution 21-2009, 22-2009, and 25-2009.

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Resolution No. 21 – 2009 – Reducing the Tax Levy for 2009 For the Open Space Trust Fund, Recreation Farmland and Historic Preservation to One Cent per Hundred Dollars of Valuation

Joe Sabatini stated that the average property assessment increased by 2.278.   The Open Space Committee recommended that the Open Space Tax be reduced to one cents per hundred.  Overall, this will still result in an increase of the total collection of monies for Open Space.  Joe Sabatini stated that the Township must continue collecting at least the same dollar amount because of the debt service.  

Councilman Scott Olson suggested that the Council table the resolution and seek additional public input.   He had several questions regarding how the money from the Open Space fund could be used and felt this needed more research.

Councilman Oscovitch stated that this was originally approved by the residents of Byram in 1999.   He agrees with Scott Olson that at a minimum, additional public input is necessary.  Mayor Danielson feels we should make the decision now because we have the recommendation from the Open Space Committee.  Councilman Olson asked the Manager if this was a time sensitive issue.  Joe Sabatini stated that the Open Space Committee does not meet again until April.  Councilman Thompson stated that this was discussed at length during the Open Space Committee meeting and they all agreed to reduce it to one cents, which would still be collecting more money than at the old rate.

Motion by Councilman Olson, seconded by Councilman Oscovitch, to table the Resolution.  Motion denied.   
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Motion by Councilman Rafferty, second by Councilman Thompson to approve  Resolution 21-2009.  Motion granted.
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Resolution No. 22 – 2009 – PSA – Heyer, Gruel & Associates - $15,000 for Preparing Module 1 – Current Municipal Conditions and Build-Out Analysis Under the 2009 Plan Conformance Grant Program for the Township of Byram – Councilman Olson stated that staff is spending time on the Module 1 and asked if some of this cost is being recouped from the Highlands Grant.  Joe Sabatini stated that he would need to have Chris Hellwig do an audit to figure out how much time is being spent by staff.   He stated that their proposal was for $13,000 for Heyer, Gruel and $2,000 for other professionals.  Councilman Olson suggested changing the PSA to $13,000.00 and charging staff time to the remaining $2000.00.  The Council was in agreement with that suggestion.  
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Resolution No. 25 – 2009 – Authorizing PSA for Environmental Assessment of field on Hudson Greenway property with PK Environmental - $3,700.00.

Motion by Councilman Olson, seconded by Councilman Oscovitch to approve the resolution and open to the public for discussion.  The Manager summarized the purpose of this resolution.  A portion of the Hudson Greenway parcel is suitable for recreation fields and a environmental assessment is required by the State.  The Mayor opened to the public.

Suzy VonLengerke, 210 Stag Pond Road, asked if this project went out to bid.  Attorney Tom Collins explained that Request for Proposals were conducted by The Land Conservancy of New Jersey, and the selection was made by choosing the lowest, responsible bidder.  Suzy VonLengerke stated that PK Environmental had been employed by MMK Reinsurance and testified before the Planning board last year.  The Council was not aware of this.  Based on this new information, PK Environmental will be disqualified.  

Harvey Roseff, 33 Sleepy Hollow Road, made a recommendation that the Township put into place a method of asking the question of the parties being considered for professional services, if they have had any prior connection to the parcel.  Joe Sabatini will institute a procedure.

Councilman Olson and Councilman Oscovitch will rescind their motions.  Joe Sabatini will speak with Sandy Urgo regarding this and have a new resolution prepared for the next meeting.

Discussion Items 

Commercial Shooting Preserve Permit – Attorney Tom Collins provided a letter to the Council, which was in response to Harvey Roseff’s request relating to their appeal of the granting of the NJDEP Commercial Hunting Preserve license for MMK Reinsurance Ltd. at the last meeting.   The Council discussed the letter and the Township’s options at length.

Harvey Roseff, 33 Sleepy Hollow Road, stated that he wanted to concentrate on the law, and he felt that a commercial shooting preserve intensifies the use of shooting on the property.  He stated that the Council received 340 post cards from the community against this use.  Harvey Roseff urged the Council to support the community.   

Councilman Oscovitch stated that the Township issues many different types of licenses and felt that we should at the least write a letter to ask for a definition of “shall not conflict with prior reasonable public interest”.   Councilman Oscovitch stated that we have gotten involved with other issues that have affected residents such as PSE&G.  

Harvey Roseff commented on the fact that Attorney Collins copied Attorney Ursin on his letter.  Attorney Collins explained that he copied Attorney Ursin on his letter to the Council because it is the ethical duty of attorneys appearing in court to copy the adversary.   He requested that Mr. Roseff do the same in any correspondence he submits to the Mayor and Council regarding this matter.   Tom Collins disagreed with Harvey Roseff with what or what is not in the statute.  Mayor Danielson feels that Roseff’s complaint is before the proper party—the NJDEP.  Attorney Collins stated that Hudson Farm West is not violating zoning regulations by posting Commercial Shooting Preserve signs--they are not commercial signs.  It is similar to “No Trespassing” signs.   Attorney Collins stated that shooting of guns on large pieces of property is incidental to ones ownership of property and farmland use.

Adrian Gonzalez, 22 Sherwood Forest Road, questioned Councilman Olson on why he stated that the property is not contiguous to CO Johnson.   Councilman Olson explained the layout of the lots surrounding CO Johnson.

Councilman Olson made a motion, seconded by Councilman Rafferty, to have the Manager write a letter to the State asking for a definition of “shall not conflict with prior reasonable public interest”.   MMK’s CSR license expires 5/31/09.   The Manager will ask in the letter that prior to issuance to a renewal permit that consideration be given to “shall not conflict with prior reasonable public interest”.  He will have the letter ready for next meeting.  All Council members voted in favor of the Manager drafting a letter.  Motion Carried.

Fred Galespie, 115 Andover Mohawk Road, contacted Lisa Jackson and a number of other people for a definition of those words and did not get any response.  He was told by the person who issues the license that he did not know what the words meant.

Merwyn Lee, 45 Winding Way, questioned an email written by John Ursin and asked why it was not distributed to the entire Council.  Councilman Olson stated that the email was sent to Scott Olson and Mayor Danielson because they were on the Planning Board.   

Proposed NJDEP/Sussex County 208 Wastewater Management Plan (WWMP) Sewer Service Area (SSA) – Attorney Tom Collins expressed concerns that the Wastewater Management Draft would not include the properties that the Township included in our Designated Center area.  He recommended that another strong letter be sent with the attached map.  Motion by Councilman Oscovitch, seconded by Councilman Rafferty, to authorize Tom Collins to send a letter.  All members were in favor.

PSE&G Transmission Line/Riverbank Sparta, LLC – Councilman Olson provided some recent news about the Sparta Hydroelectric power plant.  He suggested that Joe Sabatini contact the Sparta Manager and ask him to come and talk with the Council regarding the hydroelectric power plant.

Tom Collins reviewed the Answer of Respondent submitted by Montville.  After a lengthy discussion, the Council recommended that Councilman Olson and Mayor Danielson attend the pre-hearing on February 26.  Councilman Olson also is going to try to attend the Highlands Council meeting at 4 p.m. because they will be discussing PSE&G.

Resolution No. 26 –2009 – Resolution of Intent to Join a Coalition of Concerned Municipalities Impacted and Afected by PSE&G’s Proposed Susquehanna-Roseland 500 KV Transmission Line Project – The Council had discussion regarding this resolution.  Councilman Olson stated that the resolution does not create an obligation to fund any money.  Attorney Tom Collins agreed and stated that it is non-committal at this point.
