CALL MEETING TO ORDER 

Mayor Oscovitch and Chairman George Shivas called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. 

OPEN PUBLIC MEETING STATEMENT

ROLL CALL

Councilman Olson, here; Councilwoman Raffay, here; Councilman Rafferty, here; Councilman Thompson, here; Mayor Oscovitch, here; Township Manager Joe Sabatini, Attorney Tom Collins and Municipal Clerk Doris Flynn were also present.

DISCUSSION OF BYRAM TOWNSHIP’S RESPONSE TO THE HIGHLANDS DRAFT CONSISTENCY REVIEW AND RECOMMENDATIONS REPORT – PAUL GLEITZ
The Highlands Council staff prepared and submitted to Byram Township a Highland’s Draft Consistency Review and Recommendations Report dated May 26, 2010.  The Highlands’ report provides review and recommendations for consideration by the Highlands Council as to the consistency of the Petition for Plan Conformance of Byram Township, with the Highlands Regional Master Plan.  The report provides review and discussion of each component of the Petition for Plan Conformance, in the order in which they are set forth under submission guidelines provided to municipalities by the Highlands Council. 
Paul Gleitz and staff of Heyer, Gruel & Associates thoroughly reviewed this document page by page and prepared a draft response for Byram Township.  Paul gave an in-depth presentation and addressed each section of the report.
Paul reviewed the administrative submittals, petition components, and the optional submission items.   The Council and Planning Board discussed the items that needed to be addressed first.  The first petition submission document that needs to be addressed is the implementation schedule.  Also, a new grant agreement is vital.  The Township will work to craft a revised implementation plan and schedule that meets the needs of the Highlands Council and the Township.  It will be customized to address the process, and include timeframes and budgets.   
Councilman Rafferty asked who was going to determine the price tag.  He wants to make sure that nothing is spent from taxpayer’s money to work on this project.   Paul stated that grant money will be available and the Township and Heyer, Gruel will work within the grant funding.  Nothing will be done until the money has been allocated from the Highlands Council.
The Highland’s Master Plan element will be added to our Master Plan instead of preparing an entire new Master Plan.  We will have to do major rewriting to the Land Use section.

George Shivas feels that the estimated amount for the Master Plan Land Use Ordinance by the Highlands is low.  Paul explained that the grant money is not for a total overhaul of the Master Plan.  The $5000-7000 will be used for crafting an element for land use in the Village Center.  George Shivas felt there should be one Master Plan and was not in favor of having Byram’s Master Plan and the Highlands Master Plan.  There may be additional grants in future years to do a complete Master Plan or additional elements.  

The Highlands Area Land Use Ordinance is the most critical piece of this entire process.  This will be the first ordinance addressing a Highlands Center and the anticipated use areas within the Highlands Center.  We will no longer refer to the areas as zones or sub-zones.

Once we have Highlands Center Designation, developers will be able to come to the planning board if they are in the buildable area and not have to go to the Highlands Council.

Paul Gleitz reviewed the changes that he will make on the draft response based on all the comments he received this evening, and he will emphasize the importance of receiving a new grant agreement to allow the work to be done for full plan conformance.  Paul stated that he will also emphasize that the clock should not start ticking when the Council approves Byram’s petition, but rather when the implementation schedule has been set and a new grant agreement is in place. 

Motion by Councilman Olson, second by Councilman Rafferty from the Township Council and a motion from Caryn Segal, second by Andrew McElroy from the Planning Board to open to the public for comments.  All members were in favor.  Motion carried.
Earl Riley, 5 Louis Drive, asked if there was anything in the Highlands Act that designates buffer requirements when a development in the planning area is being built adjacent to a dwelling in the preservation area.  Paul Gleitz stated that there are rear yard setbacks and buffer requirements in our local ordinances.  
Fred Braun, Lackawanna Drive, commented that the Planning Board should make sure that our map and the Highlands map are the same.  If not, there will be problems.

Skip Danielson, 18 Hunter Lane, stated that one of the concerns that the Township had in the past was the protection area in the Village Center.  Paul stated that this whole process is because of the problems that occurred when the Highlands named the Village Center a protection area.  The center designation is getting rid of the zones and sub-zones in the planning areas, and now there will be areas for redevelopment or new development.  There are small areas of non-growth areas.

Mike Stabile, Lackawanna Drive, stated Paul Gleitz mentioned 49 acres of preservation in the Village Center.  He stated that twenty-five acres will come from Block 365, Lot 5, but he asked where the remaining 24 acres are located.  Paul Gleitz stated that there are two existing open space parcels in the Village Center along Lubbers Run and there is stem of property that comes up along the existing quarry that will not be developed.  Additionally, there is the steep slope/wetlands area on the west side of Route 206 behind the Barones property.  These properties make up the additional 24 acres.  

Motion by Councilwoman Raffay, second by Councilman Olson from the Township Council and motion by Mr. Kaufhold, second by Mr. McElroy, to close to public.  All members were in favor.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Ms. Segal, second by Mr. Kaufhold to authorize and direct Paul Gleitz to revise the report in conjunction with the Township Manager and submit it to the Highlands Council.  All members were in favor.  Motion carried.    

Motion by Councilman Olson, second by Councilwoman Raffay to authorize and direct Paul Gleitz to revise the report in conjunction with the Township Manager and submit it to the Highlands Council. All members were in favor.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mr. Kaufhold, second by Mr. McElroy, to adjourn the special meeting.  All members were in favor.  Motion carried.

SPECIAL RECOGNITION – 2010 QUEEN OF THE FAIR KELLY BARON – Mayor Oscovitch welcomed Kelly Baron.  Kelly spoke about her experience of being chosen Queen of the Fair.  Mayor Oscovitch read Resolution 118-2010, which recognized all of Kelly Baron’s achievements.

PUBLIC PARTIPATION I – Motion by Councilman Olson second by Councilman Rafferty to open to the public.  All members were in favor. 
Barbara Bohnemann, 5 Sherwood Forest Drive, asked if the budget meeting was open to the public and asked if there would be a hand out.  Joe Sabatini stated that it is very early in the process and this meeting is a preliminary step.  He has not prepared a handout.  Ms. Bohnemann asked specific questions about the township’s health coverage.  Joe Sabatini stated that the Township is a member of the North Jersey Health Insurance Fund.   She questioned the payout to employees if they do not take the benefits and asked if the Manager has plans to ask the unions to reopen contracts.

Fred Braun asked how many homes in Byram Township are in Byram Township.  Joe Sabatini responded that there were approximately 3500 residential homes.  Mr. Braun stated that the Township will collect approximately $1.5 million dollars more than last year and he asked what the Township will do with that money.  Joe Sabatini explained that we collect the taxes for the schools and the county—only 26% is used by the Township. 
Councilman Rafferty stated that the Council is responsible for approving the budget, and the Manager is responsible for presenting the budget.  It is up to the Council to approve the budget and to approve any reduction in services.
Joanne Smith, 57 Lake Drive, stated that she read an article in Township Journal and asked if officers attended the swearing in at Andover Township and if they use Township vehicles.  Joe Sabatini did not know if any Byram Police Officers attended.  She asked if Joe could look into it.  Brian Thompson explained that the surrounding towns provide mutual aid to each other and attending events such as this is a way to show support. 
Motion by Councilman Olson, second by Councilman Rafferty to close to the public.  All members were in favor.

Motion by Councilman Olson, seconded by Councilman Rafferty to approve the bills.  Joe Sabatini informed the Council that the bill list was revised because several bills for fingerprinting reimbursements were code wrong and he has authorized them to be paid out of the recreation trust.  Councilman Thompson recused from Bill No.  6341, 6294, 6340, 6342, 6334, 6343, 6198, 6337, and 5999 and Councilman Rafferty recused from Bill No.  6275.

Response from Bill Dressel, Executive Director of NJLM:
· The Township received a formal response from Bill Dressel the Executive Director of the NJLM to the letter that was sent regarding the Township’s support of the league’s resolution calling on the State Legislature and the Governor to enact property tax form with the passage of the Municipal Toolkit and mandates relief, as well as including comment that the proposed toolkit will not provide immediate relief to Byram and does not provide the cost containment reforms needed to support property tax reductions.

· The Manager spoke with Mr. Dressel last week and he suggested that the Mayor consider submitting an AS I SEE IT editorial on Byram and the tool kit and mandates relief and the cap.

Dog Licensing Update:

· As of last week we still have 77 unlicensed dogs in the Township.  

· The Sparta ACO has been going house by house with a final 24 hour warning to license.

· This is a significant difference from the number of unlicensed dogs at this time last year and a lot less in-house work for the department and the court.

                                                                                               

Re: North Byram Greenway III – Heitman property (B335 L1.04 – 3.673 acres):

· On August 11th the Township closed on the North Byram Greenway III (Heitman) project.  

· The property is located on Andover Mohawk Road, immediately adjacent to the North Byram Greenway II (Owners Maintenance) project.  

· The addition of the Heitman property to this Greenway more than doubles the access and road frontage:

· Sale price was $28,000

· $14,500 received from the State Planning Incentive Grant.

· Township will recover 50% of soft costs.

· Funding is from Township’s Open Space Trust.
Paving Completed:

· Paving is completed in West Brookwood (River, lower portion Belton to Waterloo), Acorn, Chestnut (Acorn side), Broad Ave, Adair, Avon, Banker and Ash from Broad to just before Chestnut. 

· We are hoping to complete the remaining roads in West Brookwood next year but this will be strictly dependent on the available funding.

Notification from Board of Education:

· The Manager received notification from the Superintendent of Byram Schools reporting that the Board of Education is recommending keeping the buildings open after hours.  However, they plan to impose an hourly charge for use of each room in the facilities.  The Board is planning to pass a new policy at their August 25 BOE  meeting.

Councilman Olson 

· Open Space committee will meet on August 19th for joint meeting with the Planning Board for revisions to the Open Space Element of the Master Plan.
· Musconetcong River Management Council meets in Hackettstown on August 17th 

· Tri-town Community Trails Committee will meet on.

· The Environmental Commission will meet on August 26th at 7:30.
· Attended an EPA meeting on July 29th with Joe Sabatini regarding the EPA superfund site in East Brookwood.  It is now being called the Mansfield Dump site.  There were approximately 30 residents in attendance.  They outlined what steps and procedures will be taken.  There will be a 60 day public comment period starting in September and all the testing information will be available to comment on.  The EPA will establish a link on their website specific to this case.  If all goes according to the EPA’s schedule, on March 11 they will have the recommendation on whether or not to list this as a Superfund site on the national listing.  The EPA would like to establish a CAB – Community Action Board.  This would be made up of representatives of the governing body, the environmental commission, the DPW, residents and possibly professional engineers.  The EPA stated that Byram has been doing an excellent job over the years handling this situation. 
· Attended a Sustainable NJ meeting with Mayor Oscovitch and Michelle Reese of our Green Team in Sparta.  He summarized what was discussed in the meeting and reported that solar is being used in Sparta and Andover Township with amazing savings.
· Meet the River with the Musconetcong River Association on August 7th.   Thirty people attended and a great time was had by all.
· Received great comments from West Brookwood residents regarding the paving

8. We once again grieve for the loss of another Byram resident.  June J. Dobson, 84, of Byram Township, New Jersey, went to be with the Lord on August 10th, 2010, after a short illness. She was a lifelong educator with her Master's Degree from Patterson State University. She was the Learning Disability Teacher Consultant and a member of the Child Study Team with the Sparta School District prior to her retirement in 1980. During her early career she taught every grade level from first through twelfth. Second grade was her favorite prior to her specialty in learning disabilities. Dobson also worked diligently promoting the professional development of educators and providing scholarships to those aspiring to be educators. She served as a delegate assembly member for the New Jersey Education Association (NJEA), chaired as a legislative member from Sussex County and lobbied in Trenton for the New Jersey Education Association. Until her passing, she was an active member of the NJEA Scholarship committee for the New Jersey Retired Education Association. She served on the Constitution Committee for the NJEA and was a two term past president for the Sussex County chapter. Until retirement she also served on the Executive Board of the Sussex County Education Association. Dobson served two consecutive terms as president of the Sussex County Retired Educators Association. In 1998, the Sussex County Education Association awarded Dobson the Warren D. Cummings Distinguished Service Award to Education. Dobson was also very active with her church. She served 15 years on the Vestry for St. Joseph's Episcopal Church, Byram. There she also taught Bible School. Dobson was always an avid student of history, which was her major in college at Trenton State Teacher's College. Her knowledge of history served her well in faithful service to the Byram Township Historical Society and the Sussex County Historical Society. Dobson volunteered Fridays at the Hill Museum in Newton, N.J. She chaired the Docent Committee, co-chaired the library committee and served on the society's Board of Trustees. She was a charter member of the Byram Township Historical Society, which was founded by her brother and past mayor of Byram, Carl O. Johnson. She was a contributor to his book, "A History of Byram". She served on the Byram Township Historical Society Board of Directors since its inception and was a docent for the Roseville school museum in Byram. As appointed by the Sussex County Freeholders, Dobson served on the Historic Signage Committee. Most notably the oldest house in Byram, the Cat Swamp Hill Murder and the Lockwood Cemetery in Byram received their historical markers due to her hard work. In recognition of her continuous contributions, Dobson was named Byram Senior of the Year in 2008. This was an honor she shared with her mother, Beatrice A. Johnson, the Township's first senior of the year in 1973. Dobson was a past president of the Byram seniors and a past officer for the Green Township Seniors and member of the Andover Seniors. She was a past "Grand Mum" and past president for the Byram Red Hatters. Dobson was also a member of the Order of the Eastern Star. Dobson was preceded in death by her husband, Robert J. Dobson, who also passed on August 10th in 1997. She was also preceded in death by parents Beatrice and Victor Johnson, and the Johnson brothers Winton, Wilmer, Victor, Carl, Whitfield, Lawrence, and Roger. She is survived by her daughter Louise (Dr. Timothy) Blasius of Port Sanilac, grandson Timothy D. Blasius of Pasadena, CA, sister Violet Sundberg of Byram and long time friend, Dorothy Miller also of Byram, and many nieces and nephews and their children.

Councilman Olson suggested that Anthony Ansaldi also attend.

Motion by Councilman Olson, second by Councilwoman Rafferty for second reading and a public hearing.  No comments were made.  Motion by Councilman Olson, second by Councilman Rafferty to close to the public.  All members were in favor.

Fred Braun, Lackawanna Drive, asked the Manager to explain what the school would be charging for after school use.  Joe Sabatini did not know what the charge would be.  Fred Braun did not feel township residents should be charged for using the school in the evening.  Council members told Mr. Braun to attend a Board of Education meeting to discuss this.  It is not a council decision.
Motion by Councilman Olson, second by Councilman Rafferty to close to the public.  All members were in favor.
Councilman Thompson made a motion, seconded by Councilman Olson, to enter into closed session at 10:40 p.m.  All members were in favor.
