Prior to issuing a local building permit for a proposed addition to an existing structure, many municipal
construction officials will require an approval letter from the Sussex County Division of Health (SCDOH).

For the SCDOH to grant an approval letter, a review of your property, the existing individual subsurface
sewage disposal system and the proposed addition is necessary and required pursuant 10 N.J.A.C. 7:9A-
3.3(c)(Existing Systems — Expansions).

A cover lenier with your name, physical address, mailing address, municipality, block, lot,
telephone number and a brief description of the proposed addition.

A general review fee of $25.00, made payable to the Sussex County Division of Health. Please
inctude your municipality, block and lot in the memo section of the check.

A photocopy of your property record card from the local tax assessor (if available), which
indicates the nymber of rooms and an what floors the rooms are located.

Two copies of a floor plan of the entire existing structure and the propased addition, which shows
all floors, basement through attic. The floor plan may be a professional architectural drawing or
hand drawn on graph paper. All rooms must be identified by name (i.¢. kitchen, bedroom, closet)
and include overall dimensions.

A survey of the property from a Professional Land Surveyor, showing the existing structure, well
and aft components of the individual subsurface sewage disposal system (only if the Sussex
County Division of Health does not have a copy of a permit on file).

A certification from a Professional Engineer, which indicates the existing individual subsurface
sewage disposal system is in conformance with N.J.A.C. 7:9A-1 et seq. and 1s appropriately sized
to allow the proposed addition {only if the SCDOH does not have a copy of a permit on file),
Engineer must also state that the existing individual subsurface sewage disposal system is not in
malfunction.

To determine if the SCDOH has permit records on file, please write or fax the office and request a file
search. On your written request please provide your Name, Phone Number, Mumicipality, Block and Lot
The SCDOH will review files and respond back to you within two business days. Should you have any
questions regarding the above, do not hesitate to call this office at (973) 579 — 0370.

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SUMMARY OF BYRAM TOWNSHIP'S

TRACT DISTURBANCE ORDINANCE

(a full copy of the ordinance is attached)

Applies to all applications for subdivisions, site plans, and building permits.*

Prohibits any disturbance of critical areas, which are defined as:
slopes exceeding 25%;

ridgelines and hillcrests;

floodplains and flood fringes;

wetlands;

surface water bodies.

Requires conservation easements/deed restrictions for all minor/major subdivisions.
These restrictions run with the land and prohibit disturbance of any kind (including
lawns, landscaping, tree removal) during construction or at any time in the future.

Formal easements are not required for site plans, single lots, and building permits;
however, critical areas on these parcels are also to remain undisturbed.

*Exempted are government road/utility work, farming as defined in the NJ Right to Farm
Act, and State approved forestry management plans.

§ 240-29.2. Tract disturbance. [Amended 11-13-2004 by Ord. No. 27-2004]

A. Purpose. It is the purpose of this section to provide for reasonable control of development
within the critical areas (surface waters, wetlands. steep slopes. ridgelines and hillerests. and
floodplains) of the Township in order to minimize the adverse impact caused by the
development of such areas. Such impacts include, but are not limited 1o, erosion, siltation,
flooding, surface slippage and subsidence, surface water runoff, habitat destruction and
pollution of potable water supplies from point and nonpoint sources. Therefore, it is
determined that the special and paramount public interest in these critical areas justifies the
regulation of property located thereon as provided below, which is the exercise of the zoning
authority by the Township for the protection of persons and the property of its inhabitants
and for the preservation of the public health, safety and general welfare. It is recognized that
there is a strong relationship between the integrity of the Township and the region's water
resources and the development on critical areas and the general use of land resources.
Therefore, the appropriate management of these resources is an important health, safety and
general welfare concern.

B. Applicability. The provisions of this section shall apply to all applications for development
and approval, including subdivisions, site plans and building permits.

C. Exceptions/exemptions.
(1) Roadway or utility improvements undertaken by a government entity.

(2) Farm activities, as defined in the State Right to Farm Act,EN(D and forestry activities
related to an approved New Jersey State Forest Service Forest Management Plan.

D. Standards. Tract disturbance shall not include critical areas.

E. Conservation easement/deed restrictions. Minor and major subdivision application before the
Board shall be required to provide appropriate conservation and deed restrictions when
critical areas, as defined in § 240-7, are disturbed. These legal instruments shall be drafted in
general conformance with the recommendations and language contained in § 240-29.3,
Conservation easement appendix, and the New Jersey Conservation Restriction and Historic

Preservation Restriction Act (N.J.S.A. 13:8B-1). The form of easement must be preapproved
by the Township.

(1) Conservation easements shall be required for all critical areas.

(2) Critical areas located outside of the area of tract disturbance shall contain conservation
easements.

(3) All subdivision plats shall contain a reference to any required conservation easement.

(4) Easement boundaries are required to be delineated on the property by metes and bounds
surrounding the general extent of critical areas.

(5) Recording information for conservation easements must be set forth on final subdivision
plats and final site plans.
