NEW BUSINESS

Z3-09 Sharon Debowski, 3 Wildwood Rd, 45/182 

2nd floor addition, undersized lot, setback variances

Lisa Shimamoto appeared with Mrs. Debowski. Ms. Shimamoto is a designer with the architect that prepared the plans. She is assisting Mrs. Debowski with the request. Both women were sworn in.

The home is at 3 Wildwood Road. The plans are to add a second level and a small covered front porch.

The house will remain 3 bedrooms. Variances are being sought for left and right side setbacks as well as building coverage. The architect will certify that the building height is okay. Grading is not expected to be done.

The septic was tested and certified to be 3 bedrooms. The second floor will cantilever 2’ beyond the first floor at the front and back.

The other houses on the street are larger and have similarly sized lots. The existing deck is 8 ½’ from the side property line. The application was amended to reflect that condition.

Z4-09 Thomas & Sandra Wray, 9 Weaver House Cove Rd, 109/19+20

2nd floor addition, setback variances

Mr. & Mrs. Wray were sworn in. They are looking for a second floor addition. The existing bedrooms will be moved upstairs and a living room and dining room will be created downstairs.

George expressed concerns about the height. Mr. Wray is a carpenter and is confident that it will work out.

The Board discussed the aspects of height and façade height. The drawing scales to 32’ to the peak of the roof. The Board then discussed the definition of façade height.

The distance to the midpoint of the roof is 28’ 6”.

George would like the house measured during construction to determine the height.

The bedroom count of the house will not change.

There is a 4’ deck on the side of the house where the side setback variance is required.

Ken asked about the front yard setback. The covered porch causes the variance.

Mr. Slaby will have to verify the height, the number of stories, and the façade height.
