A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF SENATE BILL S-2254 AND ASSEMBLY BILL
A-3821 WHICH AFFIRMS THE LEGISLATIVE INTENT
OF THE FAIR HOUSING ACT

WHEREAS, the Byram Township supports the provision of affordable housing in a

reasonable, rational and achievable way, consistent with economic realities and sound

planning; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the March 2015 New Jersey Supreme Court order which
transferred oversight of the Fair Housing Act (FHA) to the courts, hundreds of
municipalities filed declaratory judgment actions to voluntarily comply with their State

imposed affordable housing requirements; and

WHEREAS, recently the Ocean County Superior Court included a distinct “gap period™
analysis retroactively over an additional 16 year period, separate and apart from the normal

10 year present and prospective need; and

WHEREAS the Fair Housing Act (FHA) and existing case law, requires that “present and
prospective fair share of the housing need in a given region ... shall be computed for a 10-

year period.” [N.J.S.A. 52:27D-307(c)]; and

WHEREAS, the “gap issue” arises out of COAH’s inability to promulgate third round
regulations from 1999 to the present or make any final determination as to state and

regional housing need, as well as constant litigation by certain groups; and

WHEREAS, any retroactive “gap” obligations could have significant and unfunded
impacts on municipalities, may double count households under both present and
prospective need and will likely result in forcing municipalities and their property

taxpayers to subsidize development; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill S-2254 sponsored by Senators Greenstein and Bateman and
Assembly Bill A-3821, sponsored by Assemblymen DeAngelo and Benson, re-affirm the



legislative intent of the Fair Housing Act so as to preclude significant, unfair impacts and

instead progress toward a more rational statewide housing policy, including reasonable and

achievable obligations for municipalities, facilitate municipal compliance and the

provision of affordable housing.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, on this 6th day of June, 2016 by the

Township of Byram, Sussex County, that:

Byram Township strongly urges New Jersey Legislators to reaffirm the legislative
intent of the Fair Housing Act (FHA) immediately and clarify that affordable
housing need is the sum of present and prospective need for a ten year period.

goods and services to its members through the cooperative public bidding process; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Byram desires to enter into an Agreement with the
MCCPC, which is administered by Randolph Township as Lead Agency to renew its

membership in the MCCPC for the period of October 1, 2016 through September 30, 2021.

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township of Byram, County of Sussex, State of New
Jersey as follows:

1. The Mayor and Council of the Township of Byram hereby authorizes the
execution of an Agreement with the Morris County Cooperative Pricing Council
by the Township of Randolph as Lead Agency dated October 1, 2016 pursuant
to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-11(5). Said Agreement is for renewal of membership in the
MCCPC for a five (5) year period from October 1, 2016 through September 30,
2021.

2. The Byram Township Clerk is hereby directed to submit a copy of this adopted
Resolution, along with an executed Agreement, to Randolph Township as Lead
Agency of the MCCPC.

3 This Resolution shall take effect inmediately upon final passage according to
law.

4. All appropriate Byram Township officials are authorized and directed to perform all

required acts to affect the purpose of this Resolution.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 240 ZONING OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BYRAM
CODE
Purpose Statement: The purpose of this Ordinance is to clarify various sections in the Byram Land Use
Code.

WHEREAS, the Township of Byram’s Land Use Board has realized the Byram Land Use Code requires

clarification; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Byram’s Land Use Board has advised the Township Council on the need

for amendments to the ordinance.

WHEREAS, the Planning Board, in consultation with the Township Planner and Township Engineer, has

proposed changes to the Land Development Ordinance that will clarify the Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Council of Byram, County of Sussex, State
of New Jersey, that:

SECTION 1. Chapter 240 - ARTICLE III DEFINITIONS shall be revised as follows.

240-7 Terms Defined.

ACCESSORY BUILDING to be replaced by:

ACCESSORY BUILDING OR STRUCTURE- A building or structure, the use of which is customarily
incidental and subordinate to that of the principal building located on the same lot, occupied by or
devoted exclusively to an accessory use. When an accessory building or structure (i.e. decks, porches,
garage and steps) is attached in a substantial manner by breezeway, roof, wall or the like, to a principal
building or structure, it shall be considered a part of the principal building or structure. Accessory
structures shall be construed to include decks and swimming pools, but shall not be construed to include

paving or at-grade patios.

BUILDING to be replaced by:

BUILDING- A combination of materials to form a construction adapted to permanent, temporary or

continuous occupancy and having a roof.

STRUCTURE to be replaced by:



STRUCTURE- A combination of materials to form a construction for occupancy, use or ornamentation
constructed, installed or located below, upon, or above ground, including any excavation or foundation

thereof, excepting fences, walkways, and driveways and basic accessories serving a principal structure.

New Definition:

BASIC ACCESSORIES SERVING A PRINCIPAL BUILDING OR STRUCTURE Accessory structures
or features commonly required for safe, healthy and comfortable human habitation of a principal building.
These include such things as drinking water wells and septic system components, garbage can enclosures,
oil tanks, propane tanks, air conditioning units, and standby generators (including fuel tanks) in the side
or rear yard. Basic Accessories Serving a Principal Building or Structure are permitted to encroach into
required setbacks provided that no encroachment is more than half the total distance of the required
setback from the property line. Basic Accessories Serving a Principal Building or Structure are not subject

to the requirement of Section 240-16A and are exempt.

SECTION 2. Chapter 240 - ARTICLE IV GENERAL REGULATIONS shall be revised as follows.
240-16 Accessory Buildings & Structures. To be replaced in its entirety with the following:
240-16 ACCESSORY BUILDINGS & STRUCTURES

A. General Requirements

1. No accessory building or structure shall be constructed on any lot on which there is not a
principal building.

2. Any accessory structure attached to the principal building shall be considered part of the
principal building.

No accessory building or structure shall be used for human habitation.

4. No accessory building or structure shall exceed fifteen (15) feet in height or be more than
one (1) story in height and in no circumstance shall the accessory building or structure be
greater in height than the principal building.

5. The total footprint of all accessory buildings or structures on a lot, with the exception of
swimming pools and those used in connection with agricultural activities, shall not
exceed more than 50% of the footprint of the principal structure on the lot.

6. No portable storage unit (shipping container, trailer, POD, etc.) shall be parked in or on
any grassy area that constitutes the front yard. Parking of the above mentioned classes of
storage units shall not interfere with any required parking stall and shall be confined to a
driveway, or other approved parking area, for no longer than ninety (90) days which may
be extended by the Zoning Officer for a period up to six months.

B. The following requirements shall be complied with in all residential zones:
1. No accessory building or structure shall be located closer than ten (10) feet to any

principal building (except Basic Accessories Serving a Principal Structure) and six (6)



feet to any accessory building or structure. Note: Walls are addressed under 240-24
Fences.
No accessory building or structure shall be located in the front yard. On corner lots,
accessory buildings or structures shall not be located closer to a street than the minimum
front yard requirements for the district and screened by landscaping.
No accessory building or structure in a residential district shall have an area greater than
four hundred (400) square feet, with the exception of swimming pools.
An accessory building or structure less than two hundred (200) square feet in footprint
shall not be closer than ten (10) feet from a side lot line or three (3) feet from a rear lot
line and shall only be permitted to the rear and side of the principal building.
An accessory building or structure greater than two hundred (200) square feet in footprint
shall meet the setbacks of the principal building and shall only be permitted to the side or
rear of the principal building.
Swimming Pools

i. Only one (1) pool shall be permitted per single-family residence. No private

residential pool shall be installed on any lot without a residence.

ii. The water edge of the pool shall be a minimum of fifteen (15) feet from the side
and rear lot lines. Walkways and patios associated with any pool shall be a
minimum of ten (10) feet from the side and rear lot lines.

iti. The water surface of any swimming pool shall not be included in the calculation
of lot disturbance. Walkways and patios associated with any pool shall be
included in the calculation of lot disturbance.

iv. Safety fencing height shall be four (4) feet.

V. On any corner lot or through lot, no part of any private swimming pool shall be
constructed within the front yard area required to be provided on any street.

vi. Artificial lights used or maintained in connection with a private swimming pool
shall be so located and shielded that the illumination there from is not directed

upon any adjacent property.

C. The following requirements shall be complied with in all nonresidential zones:

No accessory building or structure shall be permitted in any front yard.

Accessory buildings or structures built within the side yard must meet all side yard
setbacks.

Accessory buildings shall not be closer than the height of the accessory building to a rear
lot line.

No accessory building in a nonresidential district shall have an area greater than five

hundred (500) square feet.



SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY.

If any provision of this Ordinance, or the application of any such provision to any person or
circumstances, shall be held invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance to the extent it can be given effect,
or the application of such provision to persons or circumstances other than those to which it is held

invalid shall not be affected thereby, and to this extent the provisions of this Ordinance are severable.

SECTION 4. REPEALER.
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances which are inconsistent with any provisions of this Ordinance are

hereby repealed as to the extent of such inconsistencies.

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE.
This Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after final adoption and publication as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BYRAM, COUNTY OF SUSSEX, STATE
OF NEW JERSEY ESTABLISHING A NEW CHAPTER 185 TO BE ENTITLED
“ABANDONED PROPERTIES” OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BYRAM AND
REQUIRING REGISTRATION OF ABANDONED PROPERTIES AND PROPERTIES
PENDING FORECLOSURE

Purpose Statement: The purpose of this Ordinance is to address and reverse the negative

effects of vacant and abandoned properties in the Township of Byram.

WHEREAS the Township of Byram ("Township" or "Byram") has determined that vacant and
abandoned properties can foster crime and undermine the public health, welfare, and quality of

life in the Township;

WHEREAS the Township has determined that vacant and abandoned properties can adversely

affect the business community and property values within the Township;

WHEREAS the Township has also determined that vacant and abandoned properties can
negatively impact present and future development of real property in the Township;

WHEREAS the Township has determined that abandoned properties present a detriment to the
Township;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township of Byram, in the County of
Sussex, State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1. The Code of the Township of Byram is hereby amended and
supplemented with a new Chapter 185 entitled “Vacant Residential and Nonresidential Premises
and Buildings Pending Foreclosure”, which Chapter shall read as follows:

Chapter 185 Abandoned Properties.

Article I. Vacant Residential and Nonresidential Premises.



§ 185-1. Definitions.
As used in this Chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

ABANDONED PROPERTY - As defined in accordance with the Abandoned Properties
Rehabilitation Act, N.J.S.A. 55:19-78, et seq., shall mean the following:

A. Except as provided in section 6 of P.L.2003, c. 210 (N.J.S.A. 55:19-83), any property that
has not been legally occupied for a period of six months and which meets any one of the
following additional criteria may be deemed to be abandoned property upon a
determination by the zoning officer that:

(1) The property is in need of rehabilitation in the reasonable judgment of the zoning
officer, and no rehabilitation has taken place during that six-month period;

(2) Construction was initiated on the property and was discontinued prior to completion,
leaving the building unsuitable for occupancy, and no construction has taken place for
at least six months as of the date of a determination by the zoning officer pursuant to
this section;

(3) At least one installment of property tax remains unpaid and delinquent on that
property in accordance with Chapter 4 of Title 54 of the Revised Statutes as of the
date of a determination by the zoning officer pursuant to this section; or

(4) The property has been determined to be a nuisance by the zoning officer in
accordance with Section 5 of P.L.2003, ¢. 210 (N.J.S.A. 55:19-82).

B. A property which contains both residential and non-residential space may be considered
abandoned pursuant to P.L.2003, c. 210 (N.J.S.A. 55:19-78 et al.) so long as two-thirds or
more of the total net square footage of the building was previously legally occupied as
residential space and none of the residential space has been legally occupied for at least six
months at the time of the determination of abandonment by the zoning officer and the
property meets the criteria of either subsection (1) or subsection (4) of this section.

EVIDENCE OF VACANCY - Any condition that on its own, or combined with other conditions
present would lead a reasonable person to believe that the property is or has been vacant for three
(3) or more months. Such evidence would include but is not limited to, evidence of the existence
of two or more of the following conditions at a property: overgrown or dead vegetation;
accumulation of newspapers, circulars, flyers or mail; past due utility notices or disconnected
utilities; accumulation of trash, junk or debris; the absence of window coverings such as curtains,
blinds or shutters; the absence of furnishings or personal items consistent with residential
habitation; statements by neighbors, delivery agents, or government employees that the property
is vacant or abandoned; infestation by insects, vermin, rats or other pests; windows or entrances
that are boarded up or closed off: multiple window panes that are damaged, broken or
unrepaired; doors that are smashed, broken, unhinged or continuously unlocked; a risk to the
health, safety or welfare of the public, or any adjoining or adjacent property owners, exists due to
