RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 100% DISABLED VETERAN EXEMPT STATUS TO OWNER OF BLOCK
282, LOT 347 FOR TAX YEAR 2019; BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2019; THE CANCELLATION OF
TAXES FROM OCTOBER 1, 2019 TO DECEMBER 31, 2019, CANCELLATION OF PRELIMINARY
2020 TAXES AND REFUND OF TAXES PAID FROM JANUARY 1, 2019 TO SEPTEMBER 30, 2019.

WHEREAS, Wiliam W. Bryant, the lawful owner of Block 282, Lot 347, also known as 6
Crescent Drive South has been deemed 100% disabled by the Department of Veteran's
Affairs; and

WHEREAS, William W. Bryant has applied to the Byram Township Tax Assessor for a 100%
Disabled Veteran exemption in accordance with N.J.S.A. 54:4-3:30, which will be granted
for the tax year 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Tax Assessor has recommended that this exemption be retroactive to
January 1, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Tax Collector has determined that the property taxes are paid through third
quarter 2019. Therefore, a refund is due in the amount of $7,759.39 which represents
January 1, 2019 to September 30, 2019 and homestead benefit 2016 applied to 4'h Quarter

2019; and

WHEREAS, the Tax Collector is to cancel the taxes for the 4 quarter of 2019 in the amount
of $2,546.91 as well as the preliminary 2020 first half faxes in the amount of $5,058.98.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Council of the Township of Byram,
Sussex County, New Jersey, that the property be classified as 100% exempt effective
January 1, 2019, and that the Tax Collector be authorized to issue a refund in the amount
of $7,759.39 to Wiliam W. Bryant, 6 Crescent Drive South, Andover, NJ 07821, cancel the 4h
quarter 2019 taxes in the amount of $2,546.91 and cancel the preliminary 2020 taxes in the

amount of $5,058.98.
